He tells the tale set in a pre-World 
War I small village in Northern Germany and told 
through the eyes of “The School Teacher” (Christian 
Friedel). Odd events begin to happen in the village 
and the children of the village might be at the heart 
of the mystery. The school teacher, who is consider-
ing getting married (the only love-story in the piece), 
observing his pupils getting more uncontrollable, 
starts little by little to unravel the mystery. The 
White Ribbon presents as a serious art-film, but with 
dark story features of a community divided by class 
resentment, mutual suspicion and everyday lies, is 
essentially a Grimm’s Fairy Tale.

(Hugo Weaving), a suspicious Scotland Yard inspec-
tor, has come to investigate.

secretary. Valentin discovers that Tolstoy may not 
actually practice in real life what he preaches. Not to 
be missed! (Rated R, 1H 12M)

broken embraces
Oscar winning and highly acclaimed Spanish direc-

tor, Pedro Almodóvar, tells the story of a man with 
two identities, Mateo Blanco and Harry Caine, played 
by Luis Hornar. One he was born with and one he has 
created to obliterate the emotional pain of 14 years 
ago, when he was in an accident on the island of Lan-
zarote where he lost his sight and the love of his life, 
Lena, played by Penelope Cruz. Living as Harry Caine 
(a pseudonym for his literary works) with self induced 
amnesia of Mateo Blanco, he is an active, attractive 
blind man who has developed all his other senses in 
order to enjoy life.  Fourteen years later, the retelling 
of this moving and terrible story to the young son 
of his friend Judi Garcia, played by Blanco Portillo, 
unfolds the drama. (Rated R, 1 H 27 M)

shutter island
A tale of haunting mystery and psychological sus-

pense that unfolds entirely on a fortress-like island 
housing a hospital for the criminally insane. It’s 1954, 
and up-and-coming U.S. marshal Teddy Daniels 
(Leonardo DiCaprio) is assigned to investigate the 
disappearance of a patient from Boston’s Shutter 
Island Ashecliffe Hospital. Before long he wonders 
whether he hasn’t been brought there as part of a 
twisted plot by hospital doctors whose radical treat-
ments range from unethical to illegal to downright 
sinister. Teddy’s shrewd investigating skills soon 
provide a promising lead, but the hospital refuses 
him access to records he suspects would break the 
case wide open.  (Rated R, 2H 18M)

the young victoria
This romantic dramatization of the early years of 

Queen Victoria’s reign is a warm and moving love 
story. Emily Blunt offers an irresistible, Oscar-wor-
thy performance of the young Queen as she adjusts 
to her new role as Sovereign.  We experience her 
relationship with her beloved husband, Prince Al-
bert, well played by Rupert Friend, which was truly 
a love story, despite the fact that it was a marriage 
arranged for political reasons.  (Rated PG, 1H 45M)

the hurt locker Mar. 3, 8:15pm
The Hurt Locker is a great movie, period. The film presents 

storytelling at its provocative best, and like the best films in 
each genre, it takes hold of the viewer from the first moments 
and doesn’t release until the end, and perhaps beyond. This 
“near-perfect film” (Richard Corliss, TIME) tells the story of a 
small unit of highly specialized soldiers, charged with discovering 
and defusing explosive devices in and around Baghdad in 2004. 
The film’s brilliance lies not in the actual action footage, which 
is extraordinary, but in illuminating the psychology of individu-
als charged with these harrowing missions, and the emotional 
effects which manifest in both “off-time” and in their attempted 
re-integration at home. (Rated R, 2H 11M) 

the maid Mar. 10, 8:00pm
Written and directed by Sebastian Silva. Raquel (Catalina 

Saavedra) works as a maid for a well-to-do Chilean family, and has 
been with the household so long that she’s come to think of herself 
as part of the family. However, Raquel is also aware of the distance 
between herself and her employers, and though she’s fiercely 
devoted to Mundo Valdes , his wife, Pilar, and their son, Lucas, she 
finds herself increasingly at odds with their rebellious daughter, 
Camila. Years of hard and unrelenting work have begun to take 
their toll on Raquel, and Mundo decides she could use some help; 
he hires a young au pair to assist her, but Raquel refuses to allow 
anyone to usurp her role in any way, and treats the girl so horribly 
she soon quits. Unaware of the conflict between Raquel and 
Mercedes, Mundo hires an older and more experienced women to 
work with Raquel, and it’s not long before the two domestics are 
locked in a fierce battle of wills. (Not Rated, 1H 35M)

the girl on the train Mar. 17, 8:30pm
Frenchman André Téchiné, co-wrote and directed this intrigu-

ing drama, loosely based on a true story, about a young woman, 
the enigmatic Jeanne, played by Émilie Dequenne, who for her 
own reasons, claims to be the target of an anti-Semitic attack. 
Catherine Deneuve plays Jeanne’s mother, Michel Blanc is Samuel 
Bleistein and Nicolas Duvauchell is Jeanne’s boyfriend, Franck. 
The Girl on the Train opens with a train hurtling through a tunnel 
toward the light, a clear metaphor for the title character in this 
film. As a character study of a terribly real life, this film focuses on 
the emotions and details that other storytellers often omit — the 
in-between spaces in a person’s life. (Not Rated, 1H 45M)

a prophet Mar. 24, 8:15pm
At age 18, Malik El Djebena (Tahar Rahim) is just beginning a 

six-year prison sentence in this drama from director Jacques Au-
diard. Though he cannot read or write, Malik soon figures out the 
politics of the prison system, giving him a prime spot in the power 
struggle between two battling groups of prisoners. With the 
wisdom and the mistakes of his mentors, Malik arms himself until 
finally he is strong enough to rely on his wits – and conveniently 
rediscovered faith – alone. And we, the audience, are right there 
with him until the last frame.This is staggeringly impressive film-
making, a picture which instantly takes its place among the greats 
of the prison and crime genres. (Not Rated 2H 29M)

fish tank Mar. 31, 8:00pm
British filmmaker Andrea Arnold’s exceptionally well-crafted 

drama, Fish Tank is the story of Mia (Katie Jarvis), a volatile 
15-year-old, who is always in trouble and who has become 
excluded from school and ostracized by her friends. One hot 
summer’s day her mother (Kierston Wareing) brings home a 
mysterious stranger called Connor (Michael Fassbender) who 
promises to change everything and bring love into all their lives. 
Arnold proves remarkably facile at capturing society’s ills in 
dramatic form, particularly the treacherous terrain that fatherless 
teenage girls face. (Not Rated, 2H 3M)
